Officers Reports

Proposed changesto Bylaws:

Article IX Section 1: strike entire section [After discussion, it was proposed to strike the first sentence only]

Article I X Section 4: strike entire section

Article I X Section 5: change “60 days” to “30 days” to be in compliance with National policies

Add Article XIl: Awards and Recognitions

Section 1 Qualifications:

Shall be a paid member in good standing. Chef of the Year and Junior Chef of the Year awards are available.

Section 2: Nominations

Nominations shall be open at the October meeting of each year and close at the end of the October meeting.

Section 3 Voting

Voting shall be during the November meeting of each year. Active and Senior memberswill have one vote for each of the cate-
gories, Chef of the Year and Junior Chef of the Year. Junior members shall have % vote for chef of the Year, and a full vote for
Junior Chef of the Year. [Discussion on matching the requirements for national student chef of the year. Thiswould eliminate
many junior members from eligibility to be awarded our chapter chef of the year.]

Section 4 Award

The Chef of the Year awards shall be presented during the December meeting.

These changes will be voted on at the February meeting. Full copies of the current Constitution and Bylaws will be available at
the February meeting.

Reminder to get your registration information complete before the Febru-
ary meeting as we will make a decision on the bus at that time.

Treasurer Chef Brent Spring reported a thank you was received from the Jones family for the donation at the Decem-
ber meeting. Preliminary financial reports are available to members from the treasurer. If anyone would like to propose any
expenses to be included in the 2007 budget, the board will be reviewing the budget for presentation at the February meeting.
Some ideas for the chapter included atrip to the National Restaurant Show in Chicago, and additional scholarships. Chef
Spring reminded students that the deadline for the Ivy Tech Starter scholarship is Jan 15.
